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Riley Awards Grant for Improvements in Albertville 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $500,000 grant to improve living conditions and eliminate a health hazard in Albertville.  

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to replace old and inadequate sewer lines in the West Main Street neighborhood. Currently, residents must contend with sewage that backs up in toilets and seeps onto yards, roadsides and ball fields. 

The eight-block area where work will be done has 126 occupied houses and includes a school and the city’s only recreation complex. 

 “Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects necessary to correct infrastructure problems and eliminate health hazards,” Riley said. “I commend Albertville officials for their diligence and dedication in improving their city.”

The project will consist of replacing and enlarging main sewage lines. The project area includes West Main Street, Dorothy Street, W. McKinney Avenue, Cahill Road, Tie Street, Willow Street, Lombardi Street and Thomas Street. 
Riley notified Mayor Carl Pruett that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $50,070 in other funding for the project. 

The award is part of a package of 38 CDBG projects being awarded by Riley and administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. Funding for the grants was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
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
