Riley Awards Grant to Help With Aliceville Cleanup
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $126,000 grant to reduce a public safety hazard by removing blighted structures in the town of Aliceville. 
The Community Development Block Grant will be used to tear down 26 dilapidated houses that have been deemed unsafe by town planners. The project is part of a larger plan to clean up the community. The town is upgrading local codes and zoning ordinances to ensure that owners are held accountable for maintaining their property. 
“I am pleased to offer assistance that will improve the quality of life for Aliceville residents and make the town a better place to live and raise families,” Riley said. 
The 26 houses to be razed are among 56 unsafe buildings cited by the town. Those targeted for immediate demolition were selected based on their location, proximity to other occupied dwellings and danger to the public, particularly children who may wander onto the properties. 

Riley notified Mayor William R. McKinzey Jr. that the grant had been approved. The town has pledged $14,000 in local funding for the project. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
