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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Drainage in Reform

and Revitalize a Neighborhood in Gordo 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants to provide improvements and reduce health and safety hazards in two Pickens County towns. 

Reform and Gordo each received a $400,000 Community Development Block Grant. 

“CDBG awards enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments might not otherwise be able to afford,” Riley said. “I commend local officials for their dedication and determination to improve their communities.” 
The Reform grant will be used in the Eastside neighborhood to replace inadequate drainage pipes and improve storm-water ditches in a low-lying area that floods and retains water during and after heavy rains. In addition, old and broken water lines will be replaced along a section of Third Avenue.  
In Gordo, funds will be used to replace old and worn water, sewer and gas lines and improve streets and drainage in the Ack’s Chapel area. The project also includes tearing down several dilapidated structures. 

Riley notified Mayors Pat Wheat of Reform and Harold Davis of Gordo that the grants had been approved. 
The grants are part of a $15.6 million package of 38 CDBG awards from Riley to Alabama towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grants with funding that was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
