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Riley Awards Grant to Create New Jobs in East Alabama 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $250,000 grant to help create at least 135 new jobs in east Alabama and spur additional economic development in Randolph County. 

The grant will be used to make improvements and add the infrastructure necessary to accommodate the construction of two automobile supplier plants at the Roanoke Industrial Park. 

Alabama Coating Technology plans to build a 150,000-square-foot coating plant and a 65,000-square-foot molding plant at the 222-acre industrial park. The plants will provide products to tier one and tier two automotive suppliers. 

“Anytime the state can help bring new industries and new jobs to a community, we definitely will,” Governor Riley said. “We’ve made the state a partner in our communities’ success, not an obstacle to their progress. These two plants in rural Randolph County are more proof that Alabama’s economic growth is reaching all areas of our state. That is a credit to a willing and able workforce and to community leaders like those in Roanoke who encourage and support economic development.”

The grant, combined with $500,000 from the city and the Roanoke Utilities Board, will enable the city to construct a water tank, extend water and sewer services, provide drainage improvements and build an access road in the industrial park.

The molding plant is expected to begin production by December while plans call for the coating plant to be in operation by July 2007. 

Riley notified Roanoke Mayor Henry V. Bonner that the grant had been approved. 
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
