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Riley Awards Grant for Improvements in Montevallo 
MONTGOMERY – Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $500,000 grant to improve living conditions and eliminate a health hazard in Montevallo. 

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to provide city sewer services in the Aldrich neighborhood where faulty private septic tanks have caused raw sewage to seep into yards, ditches and roads. 
The neighborhood was constructed in the 1930s and many of the existing septic tanks installed during that period have deteriorated. Because of terrain, soil conditions and lot layout, septic tanks are not well-suited for the area.

“Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments might not otherwise be able to afford,” Riley said. “I commend Montevallo officials for their diligence and dedication in improving their city.”

An 8,600-foot-long sewer line will be constructed to connect 58 households to city sewer services. To assist in sewage disposal, a pump station and four grinder pumps also will be built. 
Riley notified Mayor Sharon Anderson that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $320,000 in other funding for the project. 

The award is part of a package of 39 CDBG projects being awarded by Riley and administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. Funding for the grants was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
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
