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Riley Awards Grant for Cordova Community Center 
MONTGOMERY—An old National Guard armory in Cordova is about to get new life thanks to a $250,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley.

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to convert the former armory into a community center. The 5,160-square-foot center will provide a large meeting area for residents and will enable the holding of social events and recreational activities in the community. 
“This grant not only will save a building that has been part of the community for years, it also will fulfill a need for an indoor area to accommodate large groups,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in this project to improve the quality of life for residents of Cordova.”
Funds will be used to replace and repair portions of the roof, make renovations to interior and exterior walls, upgrade electrical circuits and resurface the parking area. 

Riley notified Mayor Jack Scott that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $25,000, including cash and services, will supplement the grant. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
