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Riley Awards Grant for Drainage, Road Improvements in Brent  
MONTGOMERY – Some Brent residents have coped with flooding, stagnant pools of standing water and related health and safety hazards for many years.  Now they will get some help thanks to a $500,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The Community Development Block Grant awarded to improve the Brent Hill Community will also fund additional access to the neighborhood by extending a road. 
“CDBG awards enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments might not otherwise be able to afford,” Riley said. “I am pleased to award this grant to benefit residents and make Brent a better place to live.”
Funds will be used to provide or replace drainage pipes, improve culverts and ditches and prevent erosion to alleviate flooding in the community. In addition, Cooper Avenue will be extended to connect with two existing streets.   
Riley notified Mayor Dennis Stripling that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $225,000 has been pledged for the project.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
The grant is part of a $15.6 million package of 38 CDBG projects awarded by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
