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Riley Awards $363,000 to Improve Quality of Life
for Hamilton Residents

MONTGOMERY— Lovers Lane in Hamilton is in need of an infrastructure facelift.  Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $363,000 to help perform the “surgery.”

The Community Development Block Grant will fund water, sewer, drainage, street and sidewalk enhancements that will enrich the lives of 121 residents.

“This infrastructure project will help improve the health and safety of the community,” Riley said.  “I’m very pleased to offer this assistance that will upgrade public services and improve living conditions in Hamilton.”

Undersized water mains, failing septic tanks, poor drainage and inadequate sidewalks along the narrow and deteriorated street have made daily life difficult for residents.
The city will install 2,200 feet of 6-inch PVC pipe and four fire hydrants to improve water service and fire protection and 1,650 feet of 8-inch PVC pipe for a sewer main that will eliminate dependence on unreliable septic tanks.
The street will be widened from 16 to 18 feet to better accommodate traffic and a 6-foot-wide sidewalk will be installed that will be safer for pedestrians and accessible to those with disabilities.
The CDBG is one of 38 grants totaling more than $15.6 million awarded by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families.
Riley notified Mayor Ray Harper that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  The city has committed $135,275 to the project.
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
