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Riley Awards $500,000 for Opp Sewer Project

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $500,000 to the city of Opp to improve sewer service for 207 residents.  The Community Development Block Grant will fund the replacement and repair of failing sewer lines along several streets.

“This infrastructure project will help improve the health and safety of the community,” said Riley.  “I’m very pleased to assist Opp officials to upgrade public services and improve living conditions.” 

Sewage backup and overflow occur in homes and yards in the service area because 70-year-old deteriorated sewer collection lines often clog and leak.

The town will install 3,700 feet of 8-inch and 4-inch PVC pipe along Scott, McIntosh and Church streets and inspect, clean and line 4,800 feet of pipe along South College, Hardin, Washington and Gavin streets.
The sewer upgrades will end backups and overflows creating a safe, sanitary and reliable system that eliminates health threats and environmental problems.
The CDBG is one of 38, totaling more than $15.6 million, awarded by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families.
Riley notified Mayor H.D. Edgar that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
