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Riley Awards $718,586 for Water Improvements in Clay County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two Community Development Block Grants totaling $718,586 for water and sewer improvements that will benefit 371 residents of Clay County.
A $400,000 grant will fund water service extension in the Shinbone community, and the city of Lineville will use a $318,586 grant to replace deteriorating parts of its water and sewer systems.
“Community Development Block Grants enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments might not otherwise be able to afford,” Riley said. “I commend Clay County and Lineville officials for undertaking improvement projects that will eliminate heath hazards.”

Residents of the Shinbone community, located near Mount Cheaha State Park, have had to rely on water from shallow private wells, many of which are contaminated by potentially harmful bacteria. To eliminate the health hazard and provide a reliable source of water, Clay County will extend public water lines to 75 houses in the community, benefiting 185 people. The county will contribute $100,000 to complete the extension.
In Lineville, small, deteriorating sewer lines have caused sewage backups along North Evans Avenue and near Lineville Park Apartments and the South Highlands public housing complex. The city will replace the old sewer lines with larger lines to prevent sewage backups. The sewer improvements will benefit 132 people.  Lineville also will replace water lines along Evans Street and Griffin Avenue to provide adequate water pressure for 54 residents. The city will contribute $63,718 toward the renovations. 
The two grants are part of a $15.6 million package of 38 awards provided by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families. 

Riley informed Wayne Watts, County Commission chairman, and Lineville Mayor Roy Adamson that the grants had been approved.
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the awards. Funding for the grants was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
