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Riley Awards Grant for Neighborhood Revitalization in Lisman
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $400,000 grant to improve the quality of life for 98 residents of a neighborhood in Lisman. 
The town will use the Community Development Block Grant to fund a revitalization project in the Kinnon Heights neighborhood. Included in the project are street and sewer improvements, a neighborhood park, housing rehabilitation and the removal of dilapidated buildings. 
“CDBG awards enable communities to undertake vital projects that local governments might not otherwise be able to afford,” Riley said. “I am pleased to support Lisman’s efforts to make life better for residents of this neighborhood.”
The project will resurface and replace storm drainage pipes on Kinnon Heights Road and Kinnon Heights Circle, which flood during storms because of poor drainage.  
A two-acre neighborhood park will be constructed on Kinnon Heights Road. The park, which will be Lisman’s first, will include benches, playground equipment and picnic tables. 
The town will remove three blighted structures and repair 15 houses to improve safety and enhance the neighborhood’s appearance. The renovation work will be completed by volunteers from local churches with supplies purchased by the grant funds. 
The CDBG is one of 38 grants totaling more $15.6 million awarded by Riley to Alabama’s towns, cities and counties for projects to upgrade vital services, improve living environments and make communities better places to live and raise families. 
Riley notified Mayor Thomas Jackson that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. Funding for the grant was made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
