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Riley Awards $960,000 to Provide New Jobs in Tallassee  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $960,000 grant to help crank up a major automotive parts supplier that will employ 120 people in Tallassee. The grant is also expected to lead to other new jobs within the South Industrial Park 
The Community Development Block Grant will fund improvements at the new industrial park enabling Hanil USA to build a 450,000-square-foot plant on a 10-acre site. The improvements will also lay the foundation for future industries to locate in the park. 

 “Through the hard work and cooperation of state and local governments, private entities and a workforce that is second to none, Alabama continues to make tremendous strides in attracting new industries,” Riley said. “I am delighted to award this grant and help provide Alabamians with additional good jobs.”
The grant will furnish water and sewer services for Hanil USA and the industrial park in preparation for other industries. Riley earlier announced a $30,000 grant from the Appalachian Regional Commission to provide high-speed telecommunications for the park which is off Alabama Highway 229.  
Hanil USA, which will begin operation in July 2007, will manufacture brake and fuel lines for the Hyundai automobile plant in Montgomery and other regional automobile manufacturers. Hanil USA occupies a building in Tallassee’s entrepreneurial center and employs 25 people.

Riley notified Mayor Bobby Payne that the grant had been approved. The city is providing $120,000 in local funding for the project. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

The Appalachian Regional Commission was started in 1965 as a supplemental grant program to raise the standard of living, improve the quality of life and promote economic development in the Appalachian mountain region. Thirty-seven Alabama counties, including Elmore County and its municipalities, are part of the region and are eligible for funding.
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
