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Riley Awards Grants for Community Trails in Jefferson County 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $130,000 in grants to improve outdoor recreational opportunities in Jefferson County. 
Riley awarded $50,000 to Graysville to build a multi-use trail at Graysville Heights ballpark. Fultondale was awarded $80,000 to build a trail at Black Creek Park. Funds for both grants were made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.

“Alabama is fortunate to have community leaders who realize that recreational trails promote healthy lifestyles and enhance the charm of their towns,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in these projects.”

Graysville will use funds to construct a 12-foot-wide track that can be used for walking, running and cycling. It will circle the ballpark and is located in one of the town’s most accessible areas. Local funding of $12,500 has been pledged for the project. 
The one-mile trail in Fultondale will be constructed along a former CSX Railroad bed and will connect Black Creek with a proposed soccer complex. It will also link the town’s senior center and a neighborhood to the park. The city has pledged $32,286 in local resources. 
Riley announced approval of the grants to mayors Doug Brewer of Graysville and Jim Lowery of Fultondale. 

The grants are being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
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
