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Riley Awards Grant to Develop 
Off-road Vehicle Park in Cullman County 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $449,976 grant that will enable the Cullman Commission to take a step toward developing one of the state’s few public parks for off-road vehicles.  
Funds will be used to purchase and design the 434-acre off-road vehicle park which is expected to be expanded in later phases.
 “This park will provide a controlled and safe environment for participants in this growing outdoor sport,” Riley said. “I commend Cullman County officials for recognizing that parks of this type not only serve area residents, but also have the potential to draw riders from throughout the Southeast.”

The park will accommodate off-road motorized and non-motorized vehicles and will be situated on a combination of flat and rolling terrain in southwest Cullman County. The commission plans to rely on off-road-vehicle ORV associations and groups to help design a park that will offer a safe, but challenging series of trails for riders. 
Riley notified Commission Chairman Wiley Kitchens that the grant had been approved. The county has pledged about $112,494 in local funding and services for the project. 

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.
It was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program. The governor awarded the project an earlier grant through the same program. 
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
