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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Recreation in Houston County 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling more than $136,000 to improve recreational opportunities in Houston County. 

Riley awarded an $80,000 grant to the town of Taylor and a $56,024 grant to the town of Rehobeth. Both Recreational Trail grants will enable lighting to be installed along existing trails. 

“These grants will enhance two trails and encourage more people to take advantage of recreational opportunities,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in these projects.”
The town of Taylor plans to install 30 lights and a fence along its half-mile-long trail. Rehobeth will add 17 lights, fencing and benches along its 1/3-mile-long trail. Both projects will extend trail-use hours. Construction of the Rehobeth trail was also made possible by a Recreational Trail grant in 2003.
Riley notified Mayors Joel H. Napier of Taylor and Marty Collins of Rehobeth that the grants had been approved. The town of Taylor is supplying $114,438 in funding from other sources for their project. Rehobeth is supplying local funding of $14,006 for its project. 
The grants are being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. They were awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
