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Riley Awards Grant for Park Improvements in Gurley  
MONTGOMERY— A $47,920 Recreational Trail grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable the town of Gurley to check off another project on its community park plan by constructing bathrooms at Charles Stone Memorial Park. 
The town has been making improvements at the 3.25-acre park as funding has become available. The park is adjacent to Town Hall and the fire station. 

“Community parks serve as a hub of activity in many towns,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in helping the town of Gurley continue improving its park.”
The town acquired the park property in 1984 and recently added a paved walking trail through a previous Recreational Trail grant.  Earlier projects in the park included grading, grassing and landscaping the property. The bathrooms will be constructed at the head of the trail and will be accessible to those with handicaps. 

Riley notified Mayor Stan Simpson that the grant had been approved. The town is providing $11,980 in local funding for the project. 

The grant, administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
