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Riley Awards Grant to Build Fairhope Trail 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $80,000 grant to enhance Alabama’s Eastern Shore. 
Funds will be used to build a recreational trail linking Fairhope Municipal Pier, South Beachfront Park and the existing Eastern Shore Trail. The oval trail will border the beach and circle the park. 

“Fairhope has long been a wonderful place to live and visit,” Riley said. “This trail is just another way the city is making life better for its residents and extending the welcome mat as a tourist destination.  I am pleased to play a part in this project.”

The 10-foot-wide, hard-surfaced trail will be used for walking, jogging, cycling and most other non-motorized vehicles. It will be handicap accessible and will provide safe access from the pier, parking area, the park and an adjoining trail. 

Riley notified Mayor Tim Kant that the grant had been approved. Local funding of $22,000 has been pledged for the project.  

The grant is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 

It was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration’s Recreational Trails Program.
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
