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Riley Awards $600,000 to Aid in Creation 
of New Jobs in Tallapoosa County 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $600,000 to provide at least 150 new jobs and encourage more growth and employment in Tallapoosa County. 

The Community Development Block Grant will help lay the foundation for KwangSung America Corp., a Korean-based automobile parts manufacturer, to build a 66,000-square-foot plant in Dadeville. KwangSung will produce hoses, ducts and sun visors for Hyundai in Montgomery Corp., the new Kia automobile plant in Georgia and other automobile manufacturers. 
 “Alabama’s magic formula of dedicated local leaders, a second-to-none workforce and an excellent location continue to draw new industry to our state,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in this project.”
Funds will be used to supply water and sewer services, roads and drainage improvements in the William Thweat Industrial Park where KwangSung will build its plant. Once the improvements are made, county officials say it also will help them recruit additional industries to the area. 
KwangSung, which is already operational in a temporary building, is expected to employ 150 people by its third year, according to company officials. KwangSung is the second automobile supplier to locate recently in the area. 

Riley informed Mayor Joe L. Smith that that the grant had been approved. Local matching funds of $120,000 are being added to the project. 
The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
