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Riley Grant will Assist Domestic Violence Victims 

in Talladega County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $40,901 grant to ensure that specialized assistance is available to victims of domestic violence in Talladega County.
The grant will help the 29th Judicial Circuit Domestic Violence Crime Unit continue its work prosecuting domestic violence, sexual abuse and stalking cases and assisting victims of these crimes through all phases of the criminal justice process.
“Abuse is a despicable crime that destroys families and cannot be tolerated in Alabama,” Riley said. “I commend the Crime Unit for extending a helping hand to victims and ensuring that abusers are punished for the crimes they commit.” 
State Sen. Jim Preuitt said, “I certainly appreciate Governor Riley’s interest in helping aid domestic violence victims in Talladega County.  This will be a real asset in assisting our district attorney and his staff as they work to curb crime in our county and the area.”

The unit employs an advocate who stays in touch with victims as their cases are prosecuted. In addition to helping victims understand the court system, the advocate helps victims file protection from abuse orders, if desired. Victims also can receive referrals to community agencies that offer additional assistance such as housing, transportation or help in finding a job.
The unit also provides training to improve law enforcement officers’ response to domestic violence situations. A countywide seminar is conducted to help officers deal with often complex situations by presenting various scenarios they may face while responding to a domestic violence call.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.


Riley informed Jimmy Roberson, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $13,633 will supplement the award.
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
