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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Abuse Victims in Marshall County  
MONTGOMERY— A $51,778 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will result in a comprehensive plan in Marshall County to reduce domestic violence and prosecute offenders. 
The grant will aid the continuation of the Marshall County Coalition Against Domestic Violence, a multi-level task force that assists victims from the time an abuse is reported through court hearings and the recovery process. The program provides temporary shelter and related services for victims and innocent members of their immediate family. 
“This program helps victims escape abusive situations and overcome obstacles necessary for them and their families to reduce trauma and make repairs in their lives,” Riley said. “I am pleased to provide this funding.”

One primary objective of the coalition is to ensure that law enforcement, courts and social service agencies work together to help victims of domestic violence. The program will also ensure that help is available for the county’s Hispanic population.

Riley informed Charles Whisenant, coalition chairman, that the grant had been approved. The grant will be supplemented with $12,945 in local funding. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the program. Funding for the program was provided through appropriations from the U.S. Department of Justice. 
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
