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Riley Awards CDBG Funds to Develop Growth Plan for Aliceville 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $22,800 grant to enable the city of Aliceville to develop a blueprint to help the city meet its current and future needs. 

The Community Development Block Grant will help fund the creation of a comprehensive long-range development plan. The plan will enable the city to adequately address infrastructure and transportation, zoning, business and residential growth and other needs. 

 “This grant will provide Aliceville with what is essentially a roadmap to its future,” Riley said. “I commend local officials for wanting to develop visions and goals that will improve their city and benefit the citizens. I am pleased to provide these funds.”
The plan is being done in part to prepare for a federal prison proposed for the city. The plan also will replace one that was developed in the 1960s and has become outdated.  

City officials say the plan will help them determine and address priorities and goals that will enhance quality of life. A citizen committee will be part of the process used in developing the plan. 
Riley notified Mayor W.R. McKinzey Jr. that the CDBG funding had been approved. Local funding of $5,700 is being added for the project. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant which was made available from funding made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
