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Riley Awards CDBG Funds to Provide Growth Plan for Troy  

MONTGOMERY—A $50,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will enable the city of Troy to develop a blueprint to promote orderly growth, improve infrastructure and meet other future challenges.  

The Community Development Block Grant will fund a long-range development plan to adequately address infrastructure and transportation, zoning, business and residential growth and other needs.  

“Troy’s progress is already an important part of Alabama’s economic boom, but local leaders want this success to continue,” Riley said. “This plan will promote even more residential, commercial and industrial growth while ensuring it is done in a manner that does not detract from the many positive features that make Troy a great city. I am delighted to award this grant.”

The plan will enable the city to prepare for and address immediate and future needs by outlining current and projected growth trends. The city intends to utilize the opinions and professional advice of residents, businesses, developers, school officials, city departments and other local and specialized groups as well as outside resources to develop the plan.  
Riley notified Mayor Jimmy Lunsford that the CDBG funding had been approved. The city is providing matching funds of $38,500 for the project. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant from funding made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
