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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Skills at Birmingham Area Plants 
MONTGOMERY— Workers at two Birmingham-area companies are learning to improve production, cut unnecessary costs and increase their skills thanks to two grants awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 

Riley awarded a $50,000 grant to Pinson Valley Heat Treating Co. and $36,567 to Alabama Bedding Manufacturing Inc. Both companies are using the funds to conduct on-site, customized training designed to make them more competitive and reduce waste. Employees participating in the training increase their chances for promotions and better salaries.  
“Worker training programs are producing positive results for companies throughout Alabama,” Riley said. “I am pleased to provide this grant.”
Pinson Valley, which provides heat treating services for automotive and mining industries, machine shops and foundries, is using the funds to teach employees new skills, ways to cut costs and improve production and measures to increase safety and reduce down time. The company has committed $80,935 for the training. 

Alabama Bedding, which manufactures Spring Air mattresses for distribution in the Southeast U.S., is having 36 employees train in safety measures, production and cost reductions and quality control. The company is committing $37,010 for its share of the training.  
Bill Johnson, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified representatives of both companies that the grants had been approved. 

The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.
