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Riley Awards CDBG Funding to Create Jobs in Henry County 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $76,080 grant to aid the expansion of a south Alabama company and create at least 25 new jobs in Henry County. 
The Community Development Block Grant will be used to supply the infrastructure necessary for Kelly AG to build a production and packaging plant in Headland. Kelly AG is a division of Kelly Seed which is based in Geneva County.

 “When one of our existing companies expands, it is evidence that things are going right in Alabama,” Riley said. “It is a vote of confidence in Alabama’s workforce and is a reflection of the efforts that local and state leaders are making to encourage economic growth. I am pleased to provide this funding.” 
CDBG funding will be used to expand water services to the plant which will be built adjacent to County Road 45. The 15-acre plant site will include a 10,000-square-foot warehouse, a manufacturing facility and office and an additional 15,000-square packaging facility. 
The company manufactures and sells fertilizers to area farmers and dealers. In addition, the company will specially produce, blend and package grass seeds that will be sold locally and to major retailers. 
Riley notified Mayor Reuben S. Shelley that the CDBG funding had been approved. Local matching funds of $19,020 have been pledged for the project. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
