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Riley Awards $300,000 in CDBG Funding 
to Create New Jobs in Autauga County 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $300,000 to provide at least 38 new jobs in Autauga County and encourage future industrial development. 

The Community Development Block Grant will help lay the foundation for TWB Co. to locate in the I-65 Business Park.  TWB is a supplier of laser-welded steel which is used in the manufacturing of automobiles. 
“The number of new jobs coming to Alabama is truly remarkable, but it is not surprising,” Riley said. “Our workforce is second-to-none, we have wonderful locations available, and local and state leaders are working in harmony to attract new business and industry. I am pleased to play a role in this project for Autauga County.”

Funds will be used to provide sewer services to the industrial park which is located on U.S. 31 just north of Prattville and Interstate 65. The sewer system, including a treatment facility, will also help attract additional industry to the 55-acre park, said county officials. 

TWB will occupy an existing 50,000-square-foot building that was constructed to immediately accommodate new industries.  The company is based in Monroe, Mich. and has four plants in the United States and two in Mexico. They produce products for many major U.S. car manufacturers and also Far East and European auto makers with plants in the United States. 
Riley informed Autauga County Commission Chairman Clyde Chambliss Jr. that the CDBG funding had been approved. The county has secured supplemental funding of $563,800 for the project and related park development.  
The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
