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Riley Announces Grant to Improve Recreation in Kinston
MONTGOMERY— A Kinston park is about to get a facelift thanks to a federal grant, announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 

The $26,040 grant will be used for a rehabilitation project at Heflin Smiths’ Sports Complex. Funds will be used to provide new amenities at the 15.7-acre park. 

“Our outdoor recreational facilities and organized sports have helped mold many Alabama children into outstanding citizens,” Riley said. “This project will ensure that those opportunities are available for today’s children and tomorrow’s leaders. I am pleased to announce this project.”

The project includes providing new roofing and concrete flooring at four ballfield dugouts, renovating a concession stand, installing bleacher pads and building a concrete slab at a basketball court. 

Also a connector walking trail will be built between two ballfields and a playground area will be constructed. 

Riley notified Mayor William H. Mullins that the grant had been approved. The town has also pledged $26,040 for the project. 
The grant was made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
