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Riley Announces $8,300 to Town of Belk to Improve Recreation 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has announced an $8,300 grant to improve safety and accessibility at the Belk town park. 
The project furthers an initiative announced in 2005 by Riley to expand recreational opportunities for all Alabamians, including those with physical and development disabilities. 
“Outdoor recreational facilities serve as focal points for many Alabama communities and should be accessible to as many residents as possible,” Riley said. “I am pleased to announce this grant to make the park enjoyably for even more residents.”

The town will use the funds to install an access ramp to the park, make paths handicapped accessible, apply a rubberized material in the playground enabling access by wheelchairs and other walking aids and designate handicapped parking spaces. 
Riley notified Mayor Ronald Waldrop that the grant had been approved. The town has pledged $8,300 for the project.  
Money for the grant was made available to the state through the federal Land and Water Conservation Fund. The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
