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Riley Announces $25,350 Grant to Improve Recreation in Killen 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $25,350 grant to improve recreational opportunities at the Killen town park. 

The Land and Water Conservation Fund grant will enable the town to construct a playground. The addition of the playground will make the park attractive for all age groups.   
 “This project will encourage more children and their families to enjoy time together in Alabama’s great outdoors,” Riley said. “I am pleased to announce this grant.”
The playground will be tailored for 5 to 12-year-olds and will offer recreational activities for other age groups. The park already includes ball fields, tennis courts, a walking track and picnic area.  The town received a previous LWCF grant in 2003 for park upgrades. 
Riley notified Mayor Jerry Mitchell that the grant had been approved. The town is providing $25,350 for the project. 

The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
