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Riley Announces Grant to Build Trail in Fairhope 
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has announced a $38,000 grant to expand recreational opportunities in Fairhope. 

The Land and Water Conservation Fund grant will be used to construct a trail at the city park for recreational activities like skateboarding, roller skating and rollerblading, cycling and walking. 
“This project will further encourage residents to take part in recreational activities and enjoy the outdoors,” Riley said. “I am pleased to announce this grant.”
The 10-foot-wide trail will include ramps and rails to encourage skateboarding. The project will also include picnic tables, lighting and a water fountain. 
Riley notified Mayor Tim Kant that the grant had been approved. Local funding of at least $38,000 has also been pledged for the project. 

The LWCF program was created in 1965 by Congress to assist states in developing recreational facilities. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
