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Riley Awards $265,000 to Fight Illegal Drugs in Mobile County
MONTGOMERY—A specialized law enforcement unit in Mobile County will continue its efforts to get illegal drugs off the streets thanks to a $265,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The grant will support the Mobile County Street Enforcement Narcotics Team as it investigates and prosecutes cases involving drugs and drug-related crime. 

“This pooling of resources and personnel by Mobile County law enforcement agencies has proven effective in the fight against illegal drugs,” Riley said. “I am pleased to join the Narcotics Team in sending the strong message that illegal drugs and drug-related crime will not be tolerated in our communities.”
The task force uses a variety of methods to investigate and arrest drug dealers and break up drug trafficking rings. Agents focus on cocaine, marijuana, methamphetamine and the abuse of prescription drugs, which task force officials say are the biggest drug problems in the area.

The Narcotics Team is made up of representatives from several law enforcement agencies in the county, including the police departments of Bayou La Batre, Chickasaw, Citronelle, Creola, Dauphin Island, Mobile, Mt. Vernon, Prichard, Saraland and Satsuma. The district attorney’s office and the Mobile Municipal Airport Authority also participate in the task force. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.

Riley notified Mobile Mayor Sam Jones of the grant’s approval. Matching funds of $26,500 have been committed to the task force.
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
