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Riley Announces Grant to Build Skateboard Park in Red Bay
MONTGOMERY—Youth in Red Bay will have a safe, convenient place to skateboard thanks in part to a grant announced by Gov. Bob Riley. 
The city will use the $50,000 grant to build an outdoor skateboard park adjacent to the Red Bay Family Water Park. Red Bay will construct a concrete skating surface on a half-acre site with a variety of ramps and rails for skateboarders to use. 
“Outdoor recreation plays an important role in a community’s quality of life,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support construction of this skateboard park which will give young people in Red Bay new access to a recreational activity.”
Skateboarding has increased in popularity in Red Bay during recent years, city officials said. Currently, youth skateboard on public streets, sidewalks, parking lots and private property, causing property damage and creating potentially hazardous situations. The skateboard park will offer a safer place for children to skateboard and will be the only skateboard park in the area. 

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant which was awarded from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of the Interior’s Land and Water Conservation Fund.

Riley notified Red Bay Mayor Jeff Reid that the grant had been approved. The city has committed $57,100 in other funds to complete the project.
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
