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Riley Awards Training Grant to Talladega Company
Improved Skills will Boost Job Security, Earning Potential

MONTGOMERY—A $50,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will enable workers at a Talladega company to attain valuable new skills that will enhance their earning potential and make their company more efficient and competitive.

Talladega Machinery and Supply Co. will use the grant to train 200 employees in leadership and management, modern manufacturing techniques and sales skills.
“Thanks to the capable men and women who work hard every day, Alabama continues to experience unprecedented economic growth,” Riley said. “This grant will enable Talladega Machinery and Supply to provide employees with opportunities to improve their quality of life.”

Company officials say the training will increase efficiency, lower manufacturing costs and attract more global customers. Workers will benefit from the company’s improvements through potentially higher wages and increased job security.

Talladega Machinery and Supply began operations in 1943 as a small foundry and machine shop. The manufacturer now produces and services custom equipment for industries across the southeast such as chemical, textile, farming and construction. The company will contribute an additional $78,400 for the training.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Labor. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award. ADECA Director Bill Johnson notified Rick Walsh, TMS vice president of operations, that the grant had been approved.
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
