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Conference to Help Building Owners Understand Benefits 

of Energy-Saving Upgrades
MONTGOMERY—Owners and managers of public buildings in Alabama will learn how they can make improvements to their facilities that will conserve energy and save taxpayer money at the 2007 Alabama Energy Efficiency and Renewable Energy Conference in Montgomery. 
The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is joining with the Alabama Energy Services Coalition to present the conference from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Oct. 30 at the Embassy Suites. The forum is designed to help city, county and state officials and administrators at schools, universities and non-profit hospitals better understand the benefits of energy-saving improvements. Types of programs and assistance will also be discussed. 

“By replacing old equipment such as light fixtures, heating and air conditioning units and other equipment with energy-efficient models, governments can save money on utility bills and maintenance and repair costs,” Gov. Bob Riley said. “This conference will help building owners understand the benefits of energy-conservation improvements.” 


Speakers from local and national groups will present information about renewable energy, new 
lighting technologies, solar power and energy savings performance contracting. The performance 
contracting program enables building owners to use future energy savings to pay up-front costs of energy-
saving projects, eliminating the need to dip into their budgets. In the program, energy auditors identify 
energy-saving opportunities and recommend improvements. The facility owner can enter into a contract with 
an energy service company to install the equipment and use the money saved on utility bills to repay the cost 
of the upgrades over a predetermined time.
