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Alabama Residents Encouraged to 
Change a Light, Change the World
MONTGOMERY—The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is encouraging Alabamians to save energy and money by replacing at least one traditional incandescent light bulb in their homes with an energy-efficient compact fluorescent light bulb in October.
The effort is part national Change a Light, Change the World campaign sponsored by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and the U.S. Department of Energy.  The campaign challenges Americans to switch to lighting products that have earned the ENERGY STAR label.

Officials with ADECA’s Energy, Weatherization and Technology division say that if each Alabama household took the Change a Light pledge at www.energystar.gov/changealight and switched at least one bulb, it would save enough energy to light all the households in Montgomery for about 220 days.  By replacing the five most frequently used lights in the home with compact fluorescent models that have earned the ENERGY STAR designation, each household could cut its utility bill by more than $60 a year, according to EWT officials.
ENERGY STAR qualified fixtures and bulbs last 6 to10 times longer than standard models, produce the same amount of light, produce 75 percent less heat than incandescent lighting and require only one-quarter  of the energy.  In addition, ENERGY STAR products reduce greenhouse gas emissions by meeting energy efficiency guidelines set by the Energy Department and the EPA.
