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Riley Awards Grant for Group that Provides Beacon of Hope 
For Domestic Violence Victims Baldwin County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $151,411 to support an organization that assists domestic violence victims in Baldwin County. 
The grant will help the Baldwin County Family Violence Project continue providing services for victims and their children through its Lighthouse Domestic Violence Project.

“Timely, professional assistance is vital for victims who are escaping abusive situations,” Riley said. “I commend Lighthouse for reaching out to help victims at a time they need it most.”
The organization offers a 24-hour crisis line, secure shelter, counseling services and support groups for victims. Additionally, Lighthouse has developed the Community Response Team of representatives from other agencies in the county that offer additional assistance, such as transportation, employment and housing, to ensure victims and their children have all the help they need. 
Staff members conduct education campaigns throughout the county to increase awareness of its services and the dangers of domestic violence.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice Department. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
Riley informed Jewel Campbell, president of the organization’s board, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $37,853 will supplement the award.
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
