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Riley Awards Grant to Curb Dangerous Behavior

MONTGOMERY—Families of troubled youth in Calhoun County will have professional help in turning their child’s life around thanks in part to a $47,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley. 

Riley awarded the grant to the Calhoun County Commission for the Locate, Intervene, 
Network and Change program which strives to connect people to services prior to a child’s 
involvement in criminal activities. The program, run by the county Sheriff’s Office, helps families of 
youths who exhibit tendencies that could lead to substance abuse, violence or other harmful 
behaviors.  


“Guidance and positive role models can help children avoid
dangerous behaviors,” Riley said. 
“I am pleased to support this program which helps children choose the right path toward productive 
futures.”

The LINC program offers 24-hour on-call support, parent training and counseling services provided by a licensed clinician. The program uses the Parent Project curriculum to teach parents intervention strategies and help them create a more supportive family environment for their children. 
Families are referred to the program by schools, police, juvenile court, the Department of Human Resources and other social service agencies.


The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant 
which Riley awarded from funds made available by the U.S. Department of Education.


Riley informed James Dunn, chairman of the County Commission, that the grant had been 
approved.
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
