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Riley Awards Grant to Assist Parents of Juveniles in Walker County
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $50,000 grant for a program to help parents in Walker County identify and prevent dangerous behavior by their children.
The grant will enable the Walker County Children’s Policy Council to present Parent Project, a program that teaches parents how to deal with unacceptable conduct and provide adolescents with alternative methods of resolving conflicts.

“Juveniles need guidance, discipline and positive role models to help them turn their lives around,” Riley said. “This program gives parents the tools and knowledge they need to provide that guidance for their children.”
The national training program teaches parents how to deal effectively with out-of-control children who show violent tendencies and are using or likely to use drugs. The course uses discussions, role playing activities and presentations to help parents and juveniles understand the dangers of drugs and peer pressure and teach them how to develop positive decision making skills. Parents also learn how to create a more supportive family environment for their children.
The Parent Project curriculum has been completed by more than 100,000 families in the United States, according to www.parentproject.com.  
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Education. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.

Riley informed Jerry Selman, chairman of the Children’s Policy Council, that the grant had been approved.
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
