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Riley Awards $56,843 for Program to Support Child Abuse Victims
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grant to help ensure that professional assistance continues to be available to child abuse victims in Baldwin County. 
The $56,843 grant will enable CARE House Inc. to continue services for victims and family members not involved in the abuse at its main location in Bay Minette and at a satellite office in Summerdale. 

“We must take every measure to help child abuse victims overcome trauma and ensure they are given the chance to grow up in safe environments,” Riley said. “I commend CARE House for providing timely assistance to abuse victims in Baldwin County.”
Assistance begins when the abuse is reported and continues beyond the prosecution of offenders. CARE House provides professional evaluations, counseling and advocates that prepare victims for court appearances.  

CARE House staff members give public awareness presentations to educate community groups on the nature and impact of abuse.  In addition, the organization offers training to law enforcement and other professionals to teach interviewing, investigating and prosecuting techniques that are sensitive to the needs of abused children.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award.
Riley notified Jerry Haase, director of the center, that the grant had been approved. Matching funds of $14,210 will supplement the grant.
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
