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Riley Awards About $5.6 Million to Improve Alabama Communities  

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded nearly $5.6 million to help Alabama counties, cities and towns improve and make their communities safer. 
The 25 Community Development Block Grants were awarded through the community enhancement program. They will be used for various projects including building or renovating community and senior centers, improving water and sewer services and demolishing and removing unsafe structures. 
“These projects will make communities throughout Alabama better places to play, work and raise families,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in improving these communities.”
Those awarded grants are:
Akron- $43,200 for sewage treatment plant improvements. 

Bibb County- $250,000 for water system extensions.
Bullock County- $250,000 for water system upgrades/fire hydrants additions.   

Centre- $250,000 for construction of a children’s advocacy center. 
Cherokee (town)- $250,000 for construction of a community/senior citizen center. 
Daleville- $250,000 for street improvements. 
Demopolis- $250,000 for community center expansion.  

Double Springs- $224,894 for expansion and renovation of a senior citizen center.  

Epes- $250,000 for construction of a community center.  

Eutaw- $250,000 for construction of ball fields.
Frisco City- $250,000 for construction of a senior citizen center.  

Greenville- $250,000 for demolition of dilapidated and unsafe structures.  

Kennedy- $250,000 for water system improvements.  

Kinston- $96,000 for demolition of dilapidated and unsafe structures. 
Marshall County- $250,000 for water system improvements. 
McKenzie- $250,000 for construction of a fire station.   

Millport- $170,909 for renovation of water storage tanks. 

Moulton- $241,000 for establishing a senior citizen center. 

Moundville- $250,000 for sewer system improvements.   
Russellville- $89,415 for renovation and conversion of a senior citizen center.  

Samson- $224,199 for renovation and conversion of a senior citizen center.  

Selma- $250,000 for demolition of unsafe structures. 
Sheffield- $250,000 for downtown revitalization.  

Snead- $250,000 for construction of a senior citizen center.  

Winston County- $250,000 for road improvements. 
Community enhancement grants are awarded annually to improve quality of life in communities. The CDBG program was created in 1974 to improve living conditions primarily for low- and moderate-income residents, however, the improvements often benefit entire communities.  
The grants were awarded from funds made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 
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
