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Riley Awards Grant to Make Alabama’s Roads Safer 
MONTGOMERY— A $125,650 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will add some muscle in the state’s efforts to remove unsafe drivers from the roads. 

Funds will enable the state Office of Prosecution Services to provide special assistance and support to the state’s 42 district attorneys in matters involving driving under the influence, vehicular homicide and other cases involving dangerous driving. 
“Defensive driving should always be the rule of the road, but Alabama motorists should not have to be concerned about careless and unsafe drivers,” Riley said. “This grant will enforce the message that drivers will obey traffic laws or face the consequences.”

An Office of Prosecution Service prosecutor specializing in traffic safety will provide technical assistance, training and counsel to district attorneys and law enforcement agencies. The employee will also collect and analyze traffic safety data to determine specific training needs for different regions of the state. 
The prosecutor will provide assistance to district attorneys in the courtroom and law enforcement officers at the point of the arrest. 

Riley notified Randall Hillman, executive director of the Office of Prosecution Services, that the grant had been approved.  The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grant which was provided to the state through a program of the National Highway Safety Administration.
