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Riley Awards Grants to Aid Child Abuse Victims 

in Lee, Macon and Russell Counties
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants to support two organizations that assist child abuse victims in east Alabama. 
Two grants totaling $55,526 will help the Child Advocacy Center of East Alabama continue providing services for victims in Lee and Macon counties. The Russell County Child Advocacy Center will use a $44,594 grant to assist victims and family members not involved in the abuse in the county.


“Children deserve professional help when overcoming the trauma of abuse,” Riley said. “I 
commend these centers for their compassionate work to help children and their families recover from 
abuse.”

Services provided by the centers include psychological evaluations, counseling and referrals to agencies that offer additional help. The centers also conduct investigative interviews with victims in a child-friendly environment. The interviews are videotaped for abuse investigations, eliminating the need for victims to recount their painful experiences multiple times.
The Child Advocacy Center of East Alabama will use a portion of their funds for The Incredible Years, a program that shows parents and their children how to manage behaviors that can lead to abuse. The parent group is taught non-abusive methods to effectively manage undesirable behavior in children.  The children’s group focuses on anger management, communication skills and behaving appropriately in given situations.


Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to Alabama by the U.S. Justice 
Department and the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The Alabama Department of 
Economic and Community Affairs will administer the awards.


Riley informed Carlyn Tucker-Simmons of the East Alabama Child Advocacy Center and 
Jeff Stillwell of the Russell County Child Advocacy Center that the grants had been approved.
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
