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Child Abuse Victims in St. Clair County Helped by Riley Grant
MONTGOMERY—The St. Clair Children’s Advocacy Center has been awarded a $37,661 grant by Gov. Bob Riley. Funds will be used to help child abuse victims overcome the trauma of abuse so that they can live healthy and productive lives.

The center assists abuse victims and non-offending caregivers through counseling and other essential services. Forensic interviews and court preparation conducted by the center aid in the prosecution of offenders.


“Child abuse is an inexcusable, atrocious act,” said Riley. “I thank the staff of the St. Clair Children’s Advocacy Center for their compassion and support for victims and for their help in bringing abusers to justice.”

The center interviewed 182 children and 149 parents in 2006 following reports of suspected child abuse. Child interviews are conducted in friendly environments and eliminate the need for repeated interviews with law enforcement and human resources personnel. 
Community education programs are conducted to make the community aware of child-abuse issues and services offered at the center. 


Riley notified Jackie Robinson, president of the organization’s board of directors, that he approved the grant. Local funding of $9,415 will supplement the grant.

Funding was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The grant will be administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs.
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
