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Riley Awards Grant to Help Rape Victims in Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $135,000 to the Alabama Coalition Against Rape for their services provided to victims of sexual assault across the state.
The organization, located in Montgomery, will continue to provide technical assistance to professionals, advocacy groups and government agencies, especially in the area of forensic medical exams for victims of sexual assault.
“Rape is a horrible and inexcusable crime,” said Riley. “I commend the coalition for providing assistance to victims in Alabama.”
The coalition provides an advanced course for law enforcement personnel that includes information on subjects like juvenile rape victims, date rape, drug facilitated rape and spousal rape. They also provide training on sexual assault for prosecutors to help them be able to effectively prosecute offenders.
The coalition also acts as a clearinghouse for information on sexual assault and ensures that the 15 member rape crisis centers across the state remain in compliance of state standards.

Riley notified Beverly Youse, president of the coalition, that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the award, which was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice.
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
