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Riley Awards $100,000 to Help Produce Jobs in Monroeville 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $100,000 grant to help create new jobs in Monroeville. 

The funds will enable International Sign & Design Inc., which manufactures lighted signs, to double the size of its 30,000-square-foot plant. International Sign & Design, which already employs 25 people, plans to hire 50 new workers following the expansion, and that number is expected to significantly increase over the next few years. 

“Thanks to the solid workforce and dedicated leaders, Monroeville and Monroe County continue to attract industry and encourage existing ones to expand,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in this project.”
Funds will be used to provide drainage improvements in Monroeville Industrial Park where the plant is located. The improvements are essential for the expansion, according to engineers. 
International Sign & Design, based in Largo, Fla., plans to move much of its productions to Monroeville. 

Riley notified Mayor Anne Farish that the grant had been approved. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. 
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
