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Riley Awards Grants to Upgrade Alabama Towns and Cities  
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $216,600 to help seven Alabama towns and cities outline an orderly plan for their futures. 

The Community Development Block Grant planning awards enable communities to formulate strategic measures to address or prevent problems, meet challenges and improve quality of life for residents. 
“Planning grants are not crystal balls, but they do help Alabama communities map their desired objectives and the most effective and efficient routes to get to those destinations,” Riley said. “I am pleased to play a role in helping Alabama communities realize their potentials.”

Cities and towns receiving the grants are Autaugaville, $25,000; Camp Hill, $34,000; Collinsville, $24,000; Gordonville, $25,000; Lanett, $25,000; Montevallo, $33,600; and Selma, $50,000. 

The planning grants will be used for a number of projects including assessing roads, sewer and water systems, analyzing growth, outlining capital improvements plans, enacting zoning regulations and improving police, fire and other municipal services and establishing long-term goals.

Riley notified mayors in all seven cities and towns that the grants had been approved.  
The CDBG funding was provided to state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the awards. 
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
