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Riley Awards Grants for Tannehill Trail Renovation  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $91,000 to improve recreational opportunities by restoring a historic trail in Alabama. 

Funds will be used to make improvements to a former tramline at Tannehill Ironworks Historical State Park in McCalla. The mile-long tram line was used to transport ore and later lumber on railcars pulled by mules. It has since been converted to a recreational trail. 
“Tannehill provides Alabamians and other visitors with wonderful opportunities to explore the state’s history and enjoy nature and recreation,” Riley said. “This grant will ensure that a vital part of the state’s past is preserved for us and future generations to enjoy.”
The work will involve restoring the trail and eliminating an erosion problem. In addition to providing a path for walking, hiking and jogging, the trail is a link to several historical features and special events in the 1,500-acre park. 
The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state from the Federal Highway Administration. It is being administered by the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs. 
The Alabama Historic Ironworks Commission, which operates and maintains the park, has committed $22,750 in additional funds for the trail renovation. 

Riley notified Martin Everse, secretary of the Alabama Historic Ironworks Commission, that the grant had been approved. 
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
