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Riley Awards Grant for Road Safety in Southeast Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $58,025 grant to improve road safety in the Wiregrass region by focusing law enforcement resources on some of the most common causes of traffic deaths.
The Southeast Alabama Traffic Safety Office will use the funding to pay overtime for law enforcement agencies to increase patrols during peak driving times, including Memorial Day and Labor Day. The safety office, located at Enterprise-Ozark Community College, serves Barbour, Butler, Coffee, Covington, Crenshaw, Dale, Geneva, Henry, Houston and Pike counties.
“An increased law enforcement presence will remind motorists to buckle up and obey traffic laws while taking reckless drivers off our roads,” said Riley. “I am pleased to support this effort to save lives on Alabama’s highways.”
The patrols will focus on ensuring that motorists are properly using safety belts and child restraints as well as apprehending drunken drivers and speeders.
Riley awarded the grant with funding made available to the state through the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
Riley notified Dr. Stafford Thompson, president of Enterprise-Ozark Community College that the grant had been approved.
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
