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Riley Awards Grant to Improve Communication 

Equipment for Emergency Response
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $198,000 grant to help save lives and reduce injuries in Mobile County during hurricanes, violent storms and other emergencies. 

The grant will enable the Mobile County Sheriff’s Department to purchase updated communication equipment. 
 “Our law enforcement officers deserve the respect and admiration of every Alabamian for their dedication and courage, especially during life-threatening emergencies,” said Riley. “I trust that this equipment will assist deputies in performing their duties and help keep them and the public safe.”
The Mobile County Commission will use the money to purchase radios and accessories for the Sheriff’s office and the metro jail. The equipment, which includes telephones which operate on satellite relays, is designed to continue communication among law enforcement officials during power outages. 

Electronic equipment for a mobile command station will also be purchased, as well as portable digital signs which will be used on highways to relay up-to-date road detour and hazard information to drivers. 

Riley notified Steve Nodine, president of the County Commission, that the grant had been approved. Local funds of $19,800 will supplement the award.

Funding for the grant was made available to the state through the U.S. Department of Justice. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the award.
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
