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Riley Awards $200,000 to Aid Talladega County Work Project  
MONTGOMERY— A $200,000 grant awarded by Gov. Bob Riley will provide an improved working environment for developmentally disabled workers in Talladega County and continue their role in producing a component of automobiles. 
The Community Development Block Grant will enable the non-profit Rainbow Omega Inc. to construct a new vocational building. The building will be used by Rainbow Omega clients to aid in the production of Honda automobiles. Rainbow Omega provides home, services and recreational and occupational needs for about 79 developmental disabled people on an 80-acre complex in north Talladega County. 
“It is exciting to see people who enjoy playing a role in the production of vehicles by one of the world’s most renowned manufacturers,” Riley said. “I am pleased to have a part in this project.”
Rainbow Omega plans to build a 26,000-square foot building at it campus near Lincoln. The expansion will enable the organization to fulfill existing and future plans with Honda Manufacturing of Alabama Inc. and other state industries. Clients provide assembly packets for Honda vehicles produced in Alabama, Indiana and Ohio. 
Riley notified John F. Carter, chairman of the Talladega County Commission, that the grant had been approved. 

The grant was awarded from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is administering the grant.
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
