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Riley Awards Grants to Improve Traffic Safety 

Along Roads in Central Alabama
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded two grants totaling $73,540 to boost traffic safety in eight counties by targeting the most common causes of injuries and deaths in traffic crashes.
The grants will enable the city of Montgomery’s Central Alabama Highway Traffic Safety Office to provide overtime funds for local law enforcement agencies for extra patrols. The patrols will step up enforcement of speeding, DUI and seat belt laws in Autauga, Bullock, Elmore, Lee, Lowndes, Macon, Montgomery and Russell counties.
“Dangerous and irresponsible drivers must be taken off the road before they harm themselves and others,” Riley said. “Increased enforcement made possible by these grants will target dangerous drivers and see that more motorists arrive at their destinations safely.”

Safety office officials say the three most common causes of traffic deaths in the region are speeding, drunken driving and not using seat belts. Enforcement efforts will focus on those causes to reduce the number of traffic deaths in the next 12 months.


The additional patrols will focus on the high-traffic periods of Memorial Day and Labor Day    
when violations and crashes are more likely to occur.

The Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs will administer the grants which Riley awarded from funds made available to Alabama by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. Riley informed Montgomery Mayor Bobby Bright that the grants had been approved.
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
